The telephone was born in the 19th century. By the 1840s, telegraphs were the main
form of long-distance communication. But these machines were very slow. After years of

work, Alexander Graham Bell received a patent for the telephone. This happened on
March 7, 1876, and three days later Bell made the world's first phone call. He sent his
voice into the next room using copper wire and sound waves. His assistant heard a
simple message: "Watson, come here; | want you." Communication changed forever.
